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ETHICS AND USE OF ICT  

Flinders University has strict guidelines regarding proper use of referencing and avoidance of plagiarism. The 
use of ICT makes this issue more critical since it is extremely easy to access and copy digital material and 
either intentionally or accidentally record information that is inaccurate, of doubtful authority, plagiarised or 
subject to copyright.  

Plagiarism  

Plagiarism is the copying of another personÕs work and passing it off as oneÕs own. In many cases plagiarism 
can be avoided simply by providing a reference in the assignment to the author and owner of the material. 
Plagiarised material will not be accepted for any assignment and extensive plagiarism will result in a fail grade. 
Quotation marks (Ò Ò) must be used for all copied material. 

Example 1: Correct Referencing 
There is one basic problem in the use of ICT. ÒDominant curricular and organisational patterns 
in school were not designed for the Internet age, and often inhibit its effective useÓ (OECD p.

Large Quotations 
Quotations should be used to briefly point to evidence from respectable sources that support the argument you 
are making. Therefore, it is not acceptable to include large quotations in essays (i.e. more than 50 words) 
because this is not demonstrating your thinking, but that of the author. 

Referencing (APA Style) 
The format of referencing within and at the end of written assignments must be in the correct American 
Psychological Association (APA) Style or marks will be deducted for your written assignments. Page numbers 
must also accompany direct quotations. See APA style examples at

Quality Internet Information  
It is often difficult to tell if information gained from the Internet is reputable especially when compared to peer 
reviewed articles published in a quality journal. All quality scholarly journal materials are selected by the editor 
and published to a subscribing audience. In contrast, web published materials may not have gone through any 
quality control process. It is therefore important to have made some checks to be confident about material used 
from web sites. Reputable web sites will have ÔAboutÕ information to explain who is responsible for the site. 
Judgment can then be made about the likely credibility of the site. Referencing rules should be followed to 
allow readers to check the site. Some material may appear on personal web pages or sites with little background 
information, yet the material may appear to be credible and of good quality. If you use such material, you 
should indicate that you cannot be sure of the quality of the site and include a note about this reference. There 
is useful information about testing the quality of web sites under Internet authentication on the edflin wiki.

Contributions that are superficial and simple 
expression of opinion will not receive any marks. Fifteen good quality comments will receive a higher grading 
than 30 superficial ones.

The purpose of this assessment is for students to demonstrate broad understanding of the main issues of the 
course and to link these. 

Students must pass this assignment to be eligible to pass the topic overall. 

 

Your task: Write a report for the director of an educational organisation (e.g. school, school district, university, 
provincial system etc.) recommending action about the use of ICT to support learning. The director (principal, 
manager etc.) has requested that you write the report. Your report must inform and justify a plan of action to 
the director, based on evidence. 

The report must include: 
 
1. An introduction to briefly describe the organization whose leader you are writing to and state the intention of 

the report. 

2. Potential benefits of ICT to the organization and the difference between modern ICT and previous 
technologies in education 

3. Difficulties that have been experienced in using ICT effectively in education so far and an explanation of 
why these difficulties have occurred, and in particular why organizational change is difficult, including 
mention of differences between the Chinese education and Western experience. 

4. Recommended actions to be taken to achieve the benefits of ICT along with reasons for your 
recommendations (broad actions only, about 3 - 5). You must include how to implement the changes. 

 

Each section must be supported by evidence from readings or other sources. 

Please note:  

  - Each of the three sections is of equal importance in this essay so give a similar amount of space to each of 
the three sections in your essay. 

 - Students are encouraged to use sub-headings to identify each of the four sections mentioned above. 
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Your essay will be assessed according to how well it: 
• Realistically reviews the evidence for the use of ICT in learning, 
• Shows an understanding of the problems faced in the use of ICT in educational systems, supported by 

evidence, 
• Shows a realistic view of the situation facing the organization in China 
• Provides appropriate examples of the use of ICT in education and justifies their selection, 
• Realistically describes a range of steps to be taken in order to introduce and support ICT 

implementation. 
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Submission of final assignment 
All assignments are to be submitted by the due date. 

When submitting your final written assignments, it is important to:

# Extensions may be granted by a topic coordinator where the following criteria apply:

May assessment exercises be resubmitted after revision for re-marking?  Yes, only at the invitation of the lecturer. 

An assignment for which resubmission is invited by the lecturer may only be resubmitted on one occasion. 

The circumstances under which assessment exercises may be resubmitted, the form this may take and the maximum mark obtainable are as follows:   

Completed assignments that receive a grade of Fail may be revised and submitted again for marking at the 
invitation of the lecturer. The revised version should be submitted to the lecturer by email attachment by the date 
set. If of an appropriate standard the second submission will not be awarded more than a grade of Pass (50%). 
 
Students who believe that their ability to satisfy the assessment requirements for this topic has been or will be affected 
by medical, compassionate or other special circumstances and who want these circumstances to be taken into 
consideration in determining the mark for an assessment exercise may apply in writing to the Lecturer-in-charge of the 
topic for special consideration.  The preferred method of application is an email to trudy.sweeney@flinders.edu.au  
Students must keep a copy of confirmation of extensions granted. 

 

Supplementary assessment for this topic may be approved on the following grounds: 

¥ Medical/Compassionate Ð a student may apply for supplementary assessment on medical/compassionate grounds if the student believes that 

illness or other special circumstance has significantly impaired or will significantly impair his/her performance.  If the illness or special 

circumstance prevents the student from sitting or performing to standard at the scheduled supplementary examination, or from submitting by 

the agreed deadline a supplementary assessment exercise, the student will be either: awarded a result in the topic of Withdraw, Not Fail (WN); 

or be offered the opportunity to demonstrate competence through an alternative mechanism.  If the illness or special circumstance is 

demonstrated to persist up to the commencement of the next academic year, then the student will be awarded a result in the topic of WN. 

¥ Academic Ð a student will be granted supplementary assessment if he/she : 

¥ achieves an overall result in the topic of between 45 and 49%, (or between 40 and 49% where a student obtains a fail grade in the last 12 units 

required for completion of a course) or the equivalent where percentage marks are not awarded; 

¥ has completed all required work for the topic; 

¥ has met all attendance requirements; and 

¥ obtains at least a pass level grade in any specific component of assessment for the topic where this is explicitly stated to be a formal 

requirement for the successful completion of the course or topic.

Late Submission of Assignments Ð Penalties 

 Assignments that do not meet the deadline stated on the topic SAM form and for which an extension has not been granted, will incur: 

o a maximum grade of Pass (50%) if submitted within one week of the due date  

o BUT a fail grade of 0%, if submitted by more than one week after the due date unless arrangements have been made with the lecturer for an 

extension (confirmed in writing by the topic coordinator (trudy.sweeney@flinders.edu.au) before the deadline.
